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HISTORY 	

After the passage of the Civil Rights Act 
of 1964, the nation’s preeminent bar 
associations and legal education organizations 
addressed the lack of minority representation 
in the legal profession. Inspired by a 1965 
Harvard University summer preparatory 
program that recruited talented college students 
from historically black colleges and universities, 
and a program at Emory University that 
guaranteed law school admission to black 
college graduates who completed its summer 
institute, a decision was made to establish a 
national coalition that would have a profound 
impact on diversity in the legal profession. 	

As a result, CLEO sponsored its first six-
week summer institutes in 1968 in conjunction 
with four of the nation’s finest law schools and 
proponents of affirmative action: Denver, Emory, 
Harvard and UCLA. Building on the program’s 
initial successes, 10 regional institutes were 
conducted in 1969. Since then, CLEO has 
continued to conduct the Six-Week Summer 
Institutes, its flagship program, every year and 
has produced over 7,000 alumni.

In addition to the six-week summer 
institutes, CLEO offers several programs to 
prepare students to join the legal profession.

College Scholars Program: One-day 
workshops for college students interested in 
attending law school.

Sophomore Summer Institute:  Four-week 
residential program that focuses on critical 
thinking and analytical reasoning.

Achieving Success in the Application 
Process (ASAP):  Intensive weekend seminar 
to help students complete the law school 
application process.

Junior Analytical Skills Development:  Two-
semester online program focusing on inductive 
and deductive reasoning.

Attitude Is Essential (AIE): Intensive three-
day orientation for entering law students.

Mid-Summer Professional Development 
Seminar and Career Fair: Leadership and 
career-building topics for 2nd and 3rd year law 
students.

Mid-Winter Academic Enhancement 
Seminar: Reinforces reasoning and test-taking 
skills for first-year law students.

Bar Preparation Seminar: Introduces 3rd 
year law students to the demands of preparing 
for the bar exam.
